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Household Appliances - child appealing designs: EU Market Overview

Introduction

This is the third deliverable (D3) of the Joint Action.  This deliverable describes the activities undertaken to create an overview of child appealing appliances on the EU market.  The objective was to compile an overview of household electrical appliances on the EU market that may be considered child appealing.  This was done to better understand which characteristics may make those appliances child appealing.  Each Member State was asked to find appliances in their locality.  The results were collected and compiled onto spreadsheets.  The next chapter of this report outlines the methods used to collect the data and to compile the spreadsheets.  The last chapter describes the results of the overview.  The results can be found in Appendices 1-3.
Methodology

Each of the thirteen Member States was asked to look in his/her locality for household electrical appliances that could be considered child appealing.  Participating countries were given the option to find appliances online or through alternative mediums of distance selling if they were not able to find appliances in their central locality.  The states were asked to select a minimum of ten or a maximum of twenty-five appliances to include in the overview. 
The Member States were required to list information about the appliances on a formatted Microsoft Excel spreadsheet.  They were asked to include the following information about each appliance: photo of the product, photo of rating place, function description, brand name, type/model, European Article Number (EAN), manufacturer, EU importer, country of origin, price, and sample number.  In addition, Member States were requested to include the dimensions, weight, shape, decoration, colours, texture, smell, sound, movement, function, temperature, mechanical risks and electrical risks of the appliances.  States were also asked to include their country reference number on the spreadsheets.  Furthermore, they could include general remarks about the various appliances on the spreadsheet. 
Member States were given approximately nine weeks to complete the spreadsheets.  It was not possible to allow additional time to complete the spreadsheets due to the strict deadlines dictated by the Grant Agreement of the Joint Action. 
The research institute, Intertek RAM, will be given access to the results of the overview for them to use if they choose to. 
The stakeholders from industry were not asked to compile spreadsheets on household electrical appliances that they thought were child appealing. 

Results
All of the Member States submitted spreadsheets except Belgium and the Czech Republic.  Information on 162 different household electrical appliances (excluding duplicates) was received.  The information was compiled and organised based on the type of appliance.   Separate documents were created for luminaires (42 total), night lights (12 total) and other household electrical appliances (108 total).  
The results for luminaires can be found in Appendix 1.  The results for night lights are located in Appendix 2.  In addition, the results for other household electrical appliances are listed in Appendix 3.
The results from the research institute will be available in the fall of 2010.   Those results will be evaluated and discussed with the Member States and the stakeholders.  Only then can conclusions be drawn.
